 Stimulates interest in and directs a variety of competitive and non-competitive activities
as directed.

 Stimulates interest in recreational sciences through presentation of designed programs
as directed.

 Issues and collects playground and camp equipment such as nets, balls, bats, gloves
and horseshoes; inspects equipment and recommends repair as necessary.

 Assists in the coordinating group activities designed to teach about recreational and
nature sciences.

 Assists in the administration of a major playground and plans.

 Assist in serving as advisor, coach, or instructor for community groups formed to
participate in a particular sports activity; assist organizing and directing tournaments or
special programs featuring particular sporting activity.

 Maintains records of work activities and daily participation.

 Care for wildlife and associated exhibits at the Nature Center

 Assists with grounds keeping.

 Patrols and observes swimming pool areas; prevents ball playing, tag games, fighting
and other infractions of rules around the pools.

 Performs related work as required.
